NAATI CCL(Community Credentialed Language) is an exam that gives you 5 points
for your Permanent Residency. In this test, we translate communication between a
native speaker and a Punjabi speaker alternatively and this communication is called
a dialogue.

Note: This test is different from the NAATI Interpreter test.

There are 2 dialogues in the test from 12 topics.

NAATI- CCL scoring

There are two dialogues that the student has to translate.

Each dialogue is of 45 marks and the total score of NAATI is 90.

To pass the test, you need



a) Overall at least 63 scores
b) Atleast 29 in each dialogue

NAATI uses the mark deduction method where the test begins with a maximum
score and marks are deducted for every error made. Different mistakes result in
different score deductions.

Tips to prepare for NAATI

1. Practice note-taking skills.

2. Take notes in English for both languages.

3. Listen to the information in the beginning of the dialogue very carefully. It will
help you to understand the scenario of the dialogue.

4. Practice speaking the translation within 5 seconds of hearing the segment.

How to set up for NAATI Test?

1. Create myNAATI account and book the test date.

2. One week before the test, an email from the Proctor exam will be sent to you.
It will contain the instructions regarding system check, which is to be done at
least 48 hours before the test.

3. Once system check is done, the link for the actual test will be emailed to you.
